Supplier Sustainability

Skyworks utilizes a robust program for supplier quali ca-
tion and monitoring. Suppliers are evaluated to ensure the
conformance to Skyworks’ requirements with regard to
product quality, price, and performance, as well as the
sustainability elements of ethics, labor, environment, healt
and safety, and management systems. Requirements

are established and communicated via our Supplier
Sustainability Speci cation. The speci cation goes beyond
compliance, requiring supplier alignment to the EICC
Code of Conduct, along with supplemental Skyworks
requirements.



Conflict Minerals

“Conflict minerals,” as defined in Section 1502 of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and
Consumer Protection Act, are Columbite-tantalite (coltan), cassiterite, gold, wolframite,
or their derivatives; or any other mineral or its derivatives determined by the Secretary

of State to be financing conflict in the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) or an
adjoining country. Metals derived from these minerals are tin, tantalum, tungsten, and
gold. Skyworks, along with industry groups including the Electronic Industry Citizenship
Coalition® (EICC®) and the Global e-Sustainability Initiative (GeSl), is taking appropriate
measures to improve information availability to allow verification that these metals are
sourced from “conflict-free” sources.

Skyworks’ policy explicitly prohibits suppliers from sourcing metals either
known to be derived from conflict regions or designated as NOT DRC Confflict-
Free. Due to the complexity of this issue, Skyworks is working with its supply chain in
gathering the necessary information to demonstrate reasonable due diligence in verifying
all sourced metals are derived from conflict-free mines and can be considered DRC
Conflict-Free. As an Applicant Member of the Electronic Industry Citizenship Coalition®
(EICC®), Skyworks is utilizing the EICC® / GeSI Conflict Minerals Reporting Template
(Template) to retrieve Conflict Minerals information from its supply chain, including
disclosure of smelters and mines and their locations (countries). The EICC® / GeSlI
established process requires that companies survey their suppliers, who in turn survey
their suppliers, on down through the supply chain.

Slavery and Human Trafficking Prevention
(Freely Chosen Employment)

Skyworks recognizes the significant global concern regarding the very real issue of slavery
and human trafficking. In line with our commitment to operate according to sustainable
business practices, Skyworks has implemented and communicated standards ensuring

our supply chain partners abide by applicable regulatory requirements for the country

in which they operate. They are further held to the higher standards of our Supplier
Sustainability Specification and the EICC® Code of Conduct. Aligned with recent California
law (SB 657—CA Transparency in Supply Chains Act), Skyworks makes information
regarding our policies and programs available on our Web site.
